RELIEF KITS FORKY & CA

“The Power of We"

We are assembling and donating reliefkits to the IOCC. The below kits have been
requested. For more information including a mailing label please visit IOCC.org-
Volunteer-Assemble Kits. Thank you for your generosity and support!

Hygiene Relief Kits: Buy a one-gallon plastic bag with a zipper closure and fill it with the following items:
-One cotton hand towel measuring approx. 15"
-One cotton washcloth (no microfiber)

-One wide-tooth comb removed from the package

-One fingernail or toenail clipper removed from the package
-One bath-size bar of soap in the wrapper

-One toothbrush in the package, Ten standard size Band-Aids

x28" 1o 16" x 32" (no fingertip. bath, dish towel or microfiber)

Clean Up Buckets: Purchase a 5-gallon bucket with resealable lid. If the bucket has been used, clean well but do
not use if it has held chemicals of any kind. All liquids should be in plastic bottles and all items should be new
and unopened. Each of the following items should be included inside the bucket:

-Four scouring pads. Seven sponges, including one large. One scrub brush

-Eighteen reusable cleaning towels (e.g. Easy Wipes *)

-One 50 0z. or two 25 oz bottle(s) of liquid laundry detergent

-One 16-28 oz. bottle of liquid disinfectant dish soap

-One 12-16 oz. bottle of household cleaner that can be mixed with water (no spray bottles)
-One package of 48-50 clothespins, Clothesline, two 50 {t. or one 100 ft., Five dust masks

-Two pairs heavy-duty, waterproof dishwashing gloves (latex-free, non-surgical)

-One pair work gloves. cotton with leather palm or all leather

-24-28 heavy duty or contractor type 30-45 gallon trash bags on a roll and removed from carton
-One 6-9 oz bottle of non-aerosol insect repellent

School Kits: Buy a12"x 14" to 14" x 17" cotton/lightweight canvas bag w/ cloth handles & fill w/ the following:
-One pair of blunt metal scissors (rounded tip)
-Three 70-count spiral or tape-bound notebooks of 8" x 10-1/2" ruled paper totaling 200-210 sheets

-One 30-centimeter ruler (12"). One hand-held'pencil sharpener
-Six new pencils with erasers, One large eraser, 2-1/2", One box of 24 crayons (only 24)
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
